If the environmental sample signal remains within the range of method blank with 2 liter grab samples and the 60 liter PUF sampler under low flow conditions, what sample collection options are available that would also be appropriate during high flow conditions?
Are there any recommended upgrades to the Sampling and Analysis Plan or Quality Assurance Project Plan?
